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ACTING PRINCIPALS REPORT 

Welcome back to Term 3. We hope that you have all had a relaxing holiday. At school, the staff have 
returned with renewed energy and enthusiasm, following a combination of having time for rest and 
rejuvenation, as well as professional development experiences. 
 

The Early Childhood faculty attended the Vital Years Conference in Brisbane in the first week, which 
focused on the creative arts and the importance of these for the very young child. Singing together with 
150 other colleagues was both beautiful and energizing, and many new ideas for working with the 
children have come back to us though the work done there.  In the second week, some Primary Faculty 
teachers attended the Extra Lesson Conference in Sydney, and they also have returned inspired and 
eager to share with the rest of the staff the insights they have gained through their work, as well as 
implementing Extra Lesson principles into the learning support provided at the School. 
 
Term 3 is always a busy one, with the preparations for the Spring Fair being undertaken with increased 
fervour. The Craft group is working hard to making sure that there are many items of handmade beauty 
available on the day, and welcomes anyone who can spare some time on a Thursday to come and join 
their committed group. Class One parents are also diligently working on the Calendar and Business 
Directory with new ideas and lots of enthusiasm.
